	Chairman’s Report

	
	The Chairman provided a report on the work of the Parent Council during the 2009/10 school session.  

He explained how the Council had responded to the proposed Moray Council financial cuts that were part of the public consultation in November/December 2009.  The proposals targeted various frontline services provided by Educational Services, eg increasing class sizes in S1/S2 English and Mathematics and a reduction in ASN support. The Parent Council wrote a letter to all parents expressing the main features of the proposed cutbacks and following this submitted a written response to Moray Council.

It is anticipated that a further round of cuts are proposed, with details due fairly soon.  The Chairperson advised that a letter had been received from John Trodden, Quality Improvement Officer, Educational Services.  The letter invites two members of the Parent Council to meet with Mr Donald Duncan, Director of Educational Services on 27 October regarding Budget Proposals.

Another key focus of the Parent Council during the session was the fundraising day held in May 2010.  Mr Bondzio, a parent of two school pupils hosted a successful day of outdoor activities at his property near Knockando.  The event raised £385.

Mr Masson advised those present he would be unable to continue as a member of the Council.  Mr Masson thanked everyone present for their contribution to making the last year a success.
