S5/6 Prelims – Final exam timetable and exam arrangements
Exam timetable: Please check this exam timetable as there have been one or two minor changes, for example Int 2 Admin Practical has moved from the afternoon to the morning.  
Times:  This timetable now gives you room numbers and times.  Please note that exams can start during the school lunch hour so look at these carefully.  You should record them somewhere else as a back-up: calendar at home, school planner, phone.  This timetable will also be available on the school website.  Remember that the time given is the time that the exam starts.  You should be at the exam room 10 minutes before this.
Alternative arrangements: If you have specific individual arrangements for any exams, such as extra time, you will be informed of the exact details by Mrs Harding or someone else from the Support for Learning Department.

Study Leave: A letter for parents/guardians is attached giving details of study leave.  The reply slip must be back to your registration tutors by Monday 23rd January.  You must all return the slip even if you are not taking study leave.  Please note that a phone call will not be accepted as an alternative.
School dress: When you are at school during the exam period, either to study or for an exam, you are required to wear school dress as normal.
Illness: If you are ill and cannot sit an exam, inform the school as soon as possible. 
Use of library: If you are in school and are waiting for your next exam or a bus, you should go to the Library as your study base. The library is a study area not a waiting or social area - take revision materials with you so that you can study there for your next exam. Remember the rest of the school is working in classrooms even though you may have finished your exam – so you are either in the library or off the school ground.

Scottish Candidate Number: You should have this with you and write it on each exam paper.  You will get a reminder of this at some point before the exams.  You can also find this on your exam certificates from last year.  In addition there will be lists on the usual exam notice boards.
