· Styles/forms.

You will have five revision sheets to help you revise concepts at Higher level.  They include;

· The Twentieth Century.

The revision sheets are laid out with boxes for you to tick.  You can tick the boxes for the concepts you know.  This should help you highlight the concepts you need to reinforce.  You may wish to ‘Traffic Light’ the boxes.
