Instrument 2 – Prepared programme of 5 minutes (the examiner will sample 3 minutes).
Advanced Higher

Instrument 1 – Prepared programme of 15 minutes (the examiner will sample 10 minutes);

Instrument 2 – Prepared programme of 10 minutes (the examiner will sample 6 minutes).
